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Instructions
After the client and guardian are made fully aware of the goals and objectives, requirements and benefits/risks of the program, and are willing to participate, the child will be assigned a unique identification code (IDC) using the Center Number and/or the Sub-Center Number contained within the “Crosswalk”.  Add other possible unique identifiers for use within your center (e.g., DOB, medical record number, and name of client) as suggested, on the list as well.  This list should be maintained at your site at all times with participants listed in sequential order as they are enrolled into this initiative and referenced during follow-up.  To maintain confidentiality and anonymity of participants and to comply with HIPAA standards, do not share this list with anyone outside of your center, including DCRI.  This list should be maintained in a secure location with limited access by center personnel.

All data received by the NCTSN Data Core will be identified using only the unique IDC.  Another “mirror” database will be created from center specific data that will not contain identifiable information, for analysis purposes.  If a center requests center specific data back, then the “identified” dataset will be sent back.
